




Traffic management
During construction of the Mardi-Mangrove Link Project 
there will be some disruption to traffic flows along 
Yarramalong Road. About 20% of the pipeline will be 
laid within the road reserve so careful traffic management 
conditions will be needed.

The Mardi-Mangrove Link Project Team will work with the 
construction contractor to develop a Traffic Management 
Plan for the construction phase of the Project. Its overall aim 
will be to keep traffic disruption to a minimum. It will also 
ensure that:
	 Emergency vehicles and school buses are given priority 

access through the construction zone where required 
	 Affected landholders are given access to their properties, 

including the use of temporary access arrangements 
where necessary.

Statutory approvals
The Mardi-Mangrove Link Project is subject to extensive 
statutory input and approvals. The Project Team has been 
liaising with about 10 NSW Government agencies and 
has to meet a range of NSW Government legislation and 
regulations. These include:
	 The Water Management Act 2000 
	 The Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 
	 The Land Acquisition (Just Terms Compensation) Act 1991.

Environmental approval for the Project has been sought 
under Part 5 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment 
Act 1979 which involves preparation of a Review of 
Environmental Factors (REF) document.  

The REF was placed on public exhibition and reviewed 
by an independent consultant engaged by Wyong Shire 
Council, before being considered by the elected Wyong Shire 
Councillors.

Further licences and approvals will also be needed from 
various Government Agencies as the Mardi-Mangrove Link 
Project progresses, such as for waste disposal and traffic 
management.

The Project Team is also in regular liaison with the Federal 
Department of Environment, Water, Heritage and the Arts 
and must meet Federal legislation and regulations.

The Traffic Management Plan will also detail measures 
for effective traffic arrangements such as:
	 A comprehensive community information and 

awareness program before and during construction 
	 Signposting access roads and extensive use of 

construction warning signs 
	 Use of appropriate traffic controls and trained traffic 

controllers.
